Relief Bed International is excited to announce the 1st Annual Tired in Tacoma project
happening January 16th 2016.  Following the very successful model of “Sleepless in Seattle” which just recently finished its 2nd annual project where 250 volunteers handed out 4,000 sleeping bags, cold weather kits and hundreds of tents and Relief Beds® to the unsheltered homeless from Kent to North Seattle.  
On a personal note the Sleepless project touched me deeply as we spent 5 hours on a “search and bless you” mission.  These wonderful people due in large part to bad circumstances and at times poor choices have ended up living on the street.  Although, after our 5 hour odyssey through Kent, my perception of this part of our society has been forever changed.  Not only was it very difficult to even find these folks who live in quiet anguish every day from a lack of food and proper shelter, when we did find them, they never asked for anything.  After becoming acquainted, when we did offer them these life sustaining supplies they were extremely grateful.  
Due to our difficulty in locating people during our 5 hour “search and bless you” mission in late November we decided to ask a gentlemen named “Ricky”, who was homeless, if he wouldn’t mind riding with us to help us locate people.   Best decision we ever made.  Not only was Ricky a joy to be around as he told jokes constantly, he also deployed lazar like accuracy in helping our team locate at least 20 unsheltered homeless.
Please consider supporting Tired in Tacoma by either volunteering to help set up and organize for this project on the 15th or load cars, answer questions and/or participate in the “Search and Bless You” mission by being one of the drivers on the 16th.   
We plan to bless 150-200 unsheltered homeless in Pierce County during this project and need to raise the necessary funds to acquire these life sustaining items.   While we are off to a great start with items left over from Sleepless in Seattle and plan on having things donated we know this will only cover a portion of our overall need.  We have created a goal of $100.00 per person which means we desire to raise $15,000 to $20,000 by the 8th of January.
